Forsyth County Agriculatural Park Update

Forsyth County Parks & Recreation performed an official groundbreaking
ceremony for the planned Forsyth County Multi-Use Agricultural Park set to be
located in Tabaccoville. Hosting elected government officials from the local
and state level, this was an exciting step forward for a long-awaited project.
Phase one of this project is planned to establish an entrance road to the
property, a 26,000 square foot facility to be used by NC Cooperative Extension
and multiple other amenities.
